Fee’s, Payments & Admin Times
It is imperative that ALL students sign in at reception when they enter the studio, before class commences…EVEN IF YOU HAVE PAID!
There are 2 ways to pay your fees at Infinite Dance Studios
· Weekly payments can be made at the START of each class by either directly handing your payment in at the admin desk.

Grooming, Attendance & Punctuality

It is important for us to start the New Year on the right foot for the benefit of both new and old Infinite students. 
In saying that, we expect you to follow our simple but important rules at Infinite Dance Studios.

· Full uniform, including correct footwear MUST be worn each week to classes. Please arrive to class looking neat and well groomed, this includes hair pulled back, no jewellery, no chewing gum and mobile phones turned off.
Ballet:  black leotard, black, wrap ballet skirt, pink ballet tights (in colder months), pink split sole ballet shoes and hair in a bun.

Theatrical/Contemporary:  black leotard, black infinite singlet (senior students only), black ballet wrap skirts, black shorts or leggings. Black jazz shoes, Tan tap shoes, Energetics foot undeez

Funk/Hip Hop: Black infinite singlet or tee, black tracksuit pants/shorts/leggings, black jazz runners, high tops, trainers.
Dance is a discipline, if you LOOK ready to dance, you ARE ready to dance!

· Please be punctual! If you are more than 5 minutes late you will not be permitted to join class until deemed a ‘suitable’ time.

· Please make class changeovers quick and efficient. As soon as your class has finished, please pack up and leave as swiftly as possible to avoid wasting class time.
· ATTEND CLASS:  If more than 3 classes are missed per term you will be charged for any additional absences and your position may be jeopardised. It is expected that class groups develop as a team, missing out on class time will leave you falling behind and not enjoying the dance experience.
Fundraising
A chocolate drive is our first official fundraiser for 2012, just in time for Easter. Only 70 boxes containing an assortment of 48 bars (large freddo’s, caramello koala’s, summer rolls etc) will be available to collect as of Monday 20th February..

Fundraising is going to play a large role in developing our studio throughout the year, so please support our efforts.
The Shed @ 10
Unlike many other dance studios in Geelong, we are fortunate enough to have our very own, well equipped premises…or home if you like.

An abundance of work goes into maintaining the Shed @ 10; therefore it is so important that we look after it.

Ballet Barres: Barres are ONLY to be used under the guidance of dance instructors during class classes.

No swinging, hanging, flipping or anything else monkey related. If students are caught disrespecting our equipment, penalties will apply.

Change Rooms: We have 2 sets of toilet facilities in the studio. 

The Ladies toilets and change rooms: which are ONLY to be used as toilets and change rooms and not purely hanging out and our Unisex Toilets for both men and women.

Please keep both of these areas clear at all times unless they are being used for their specific purpose.

Parking: There are very strict policies on Grayling street for parking. Directly in front of the Shed @ 10 we have been allocated 5 parking bays. Parking on the street across the road is permitted BEFORE the light pole (please pay attention to NO PARKING RED SIGN as huge trucks enter in and out frequently and require the room to swing in and out)
Studio Etiquette: No food is permitted in the studios, only drinks. Students are not allowed to be in the studios unattended before or after class. Our dance studios are a facility to create and develop dancers; they are not a play ground, so please ensure your children respect this at all times.
The last rule is easy: Be the best you can be in every class and HAVE FUN!!!
